However, it appears the plebiscite outcome will have little impact on the current State
Government decision to proceed with amalgamations despite wide spread public
opposition”.

Councillor White warned that already amalgamation is proving to be a costly process
and one that will be funded to a major degree by local ratepayers rather than the
State Government.
